The ninth Parrhasian Heritage Park Field School was held for nine days between August 3-12 under the direction of
Dr. David Gilman Romano; Dr. Nota Pantzou was in charge of Ethnographic Studies and Community Outreach. Seven
students participated this summer, two Greek, four US and one British and each was the recipient of a fellowship from
the Parrhasian Heritage Foundation for attending the Field School. The Field School is supported by the Mt. Lykaion
Excavation and Survey Project and the Parrhasian Heritage Foundation and we are especially grateful to Mr. James H.
Ottaway, Jr. for a summer grant to support our efforts. The Field School was located again in Ano Karyes, Arcadia,
and we are grateful to the Cultural Society of Ano Kariotes “Lykaian Zeus” and its President Dr. Andreas Tzevelekos
for logistical support of our work providing us with houses to live in and spaces in which to work. Much of the effort

of the Field School this year was devoted to continuing to install wooden way-finding and trail-head signs on the Trail
of Pan, between Ano Karyes in Arcadia and Neda in Messenia and to affixing new metal signs to the wooden posts.

A formal presentation on the subject of the Parrhasian Heritage Park was made at Isioma Karion by D.G. Romano on
August 9.

An international scientific meeting was held on May 31, 2019 at Cotsen Hall, American School of Classical Studies at
Athens with the title “Protecting and Promoting the Values of the Cultural and Natural Environment in the Areas where
Arcadia, Messenia and Elis Meet”. The meeting was organized and sponsored by the Parrhasian Heritage Foundation
and it was supported by the University of Arizona, the American School of Classical Studies at Athens, the National
Technical University of Athens and the University of Patras. Held under the aegis of the H.E. the President of the Hel-
lenic Republic, H.E. Prokopios Pavlopoulos, the meeting was well attended and included talks by European and US
leaders in fields relating to cultural heritage and to the efforts to create Greece’s first large scale cultural heritage park.

We continued our efforts this year installing wooden
wayfinding posts on the Trail of Pan and affixing
new metal signs to the posts. We worked both on
the length of the Trail of Pan and on its intersection
with the Trail of Zeus. We also enhanced several
wayfinding and trailhead signs that had been installed
in previous summers on the Trail of Pan by means of
adding new directional information to the signs, for
instance indicating the proper direction to the villages
of Ano Karyes or to Neda as well as adding additional
information in the area of the intersection of the Trails
of Zeus and Pan. We also worked to prepare the Trail
of Zeus for additional wooden posts and signs to be
installed during the next summers. One of the important
preparations undertaken was the construction of a
simple earthen staircase to lead hikers from the level
of the dirt roadway that leads towards the altar of Zeus
from the area of the hippodrome and lower sanctuary,
above the road, to an overland hiking Trail of Zeus.
Thanasis Christeas constructed the staircase and some
members of the Field School utilized the staircase to
access the Zeus Trail. A portion of the Trail of Zeus was
also cleaned by Thanasis Christeas and members of the
Field School.

The Field School returned to the Boutounas Bridge near
Lykaio under the expert guidance of Dr. Nota Pantzou.

We were again fortunate to have several lectures
during the Field School in Ano Karyes.

Mark Davison speaking remotely from Boulder,
Colorado presented “A New Future for Heritage
Areas” in which he discussed efforts of building
resilience and community, citing the examples of the
Open Spaces and Mountain Parks in Boulder, Colorado
and the Parrhasian Heritage Park of the Peloponnesos.

Dr. Nota Pantzou presented a lecture on the subject

of “UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGS), Dr: George Theodorou speaking about the paleontological collections in the Isioma Karion
World Heritage Sustainable Development Policy and  Cultural Center Museu.

Cultural Heritage Management,” with examples from

a number of European countries including Greece.

Olga Sokopoulou of Abeliona presented her ideas
having to do with a new area to be developed in
Abeliona on land that she owns to become a place
where people would come to heal and reinvigorate
their lives through art, solitude and meditation.

During the evening of August 9, Dr. David Gilman
Romano presented a talk at the village of Isioma Karion
on the subject of recent progress towards the creation
of the Parrhasian Heritage Park of the Peloponnesos.
Earlier in the evening Dr. George Theodorou,
Professor of Paleontology at the University of Athens,
spoke about his excavations in the area, the newly
constructed building to become the Paleontological
Museum in Isioma Karion and a tour of the existing
small museum near the village plateia.

More informally the Field School also heard about
the dendrochronological work of John Keck, a Ph.D.
student in the School of Anthropology at the University
of Arizona, who is making a study of the large old oak
trees on Mt. Lykaion.

The International Cultural Heritage Meeting was
organized by David Gilman Romano, President of
the Parrhasian Heritage Foundation, together with a
Scientific Committee that included Dr. Mary
Voyatzis, Dr. Costas Cassios, Dr. Demetris
Papakonstantinou, and Dr. Nota Pantzou.

Held under the aegis of the President of the Hellenic
Republic, His Excellency Mr. Prokopios Pavlopoulos,
the conference was attended by President
Pavlopoulos, as well as the General Secretary of the
Ministry of Culture and Sport, the General Secretary
of the Ministry of the Environment, Energy, and
Climate Change, the Administrator of the De-
Centralized Administration of the Peloponnesos,
Western Greece and the Ionian Islands, as well as
other distinguished individuals from both Greece
and abroad. The conference was introduced by Dr.
Jenifer Neils, the Director of the American School of
Classical Studies at Athens.

Notable speakers included the Immediate past
Director of the US National Park Service, Mr. Jon
Jarvis, the former Assistant Director General for
Culture, UNESCO, Dr. Francesco Bandarin, the US
President of ITKI (International Traditional
Knowledge Institute), Mr. Giuseppe Biagini, and
Mr. Mark Davison, Boulder Open Spaces and
Mountain Parks. The titles of the sessions included:
“Setting Standards in the Management of Natural
and Cultural Heritage”; “Protection and Management
of Cultural Traditions, Natural Resources and
Landscape Character, Archaeological and Historic
Values”; “Heritage Parks: Past, Present and Future”,
and a panel discussion, entitled “Next Steps for
Heritage Parks in Greece.” Several of the talks
concerned the progress towards the formal legal
designation of the protected landscape.

The purpose of the conference was to discuss the
area that has been proposed to become Greece’s first
large scale cultural heritage park, the Parrhasian
Heritage Park of the Peloponnesos, an area of 660
square kilometers in the west-central Peloponnesos.

As an initiative of the Mt. Lykaion Excavation and
Survey Project of the University of Arizona, this
proposal has been underway since 2004. Talks were
given by several University of Arizona faculty
members, Mary Voyatzis from Anthropology and
Classics, George Davis from Geoscience (together
with his colleague Dr. Haralambos Kranis of the
National and Kapodistrian University of Athens),
and David Gilman Romano from Anthropology.
From the Ministry of Culture, were the speakers Dr.
Anna Karapanagiotou of the Arcadia Ephoreia and
Dr. Stamatis Fritzilas of the Messenia Ephoreia,
from the Department of Modern Cultural Heritage
Management Dr. Stavroula-Villy Fotopoulou, and
from the University of the Aegean Dr. Thearno
Terkenli, Dr. Costas Cassios and Dr. Demetris
Papakonstantinou both of the NTUA and Dr. Nota
Pantzou of the University of Patras. Julia Juhasz, a
Ph.D. student in Mediterranean Archaeology in the
School of Anthropology, was able to attend and to
assist at the meeting along with George Phaidon
Papakonstantinou  (NTUA), Maria  Kounia
(University of Patras) and Eleni Tzounopoulou of
Eleusis 2021, European Capital of Culture. The
event was well-attended, included a lively and
productive discussion of various relevant topics, and
has contributed to the efforts to designate the area as
a protected landscape.
